Micah Shanks - Pump Track- appeared before the Commissioners along with Jamie Sharp, Clint Boggs and Ross County Parks Director Joe Letsche, 
to discuss funding and a location for a Pump Track. Mr. Letsche said the Parks Board is in favor of a pump track. Their concern is accessibility at 
Coppel Park. If the facility were located in the city limits it would be more accessible by walking or biking. The Commissioners have not found a 
stipulation in American Rescue funds that would allow them to be used for this type of project. Mr. Letsche plans to apply for a Capital grant through 
the state, for park projects. At this time Ross County Parks is still putting together a plan, which may or may not include the pump track. 

The Commissioners are in receipt of a letter from Adena Local Schools, requesting the transfer of the abandoned Concord Township Fire Remote 
Repeater, located at the Frankfort Village water tower on CR550. The Commissioners are in agreement to allow the transfer as long as the Sheriff, 
Concord Township Trustees and Village of Frankfort are in agreement.
